The Impact/Results:

Through arts in community settings we saw increased
communication, self-esteem, and further development
of artistic skills and techniques in many artists who
participated in our programs. In 2007, we enjoyed an
increased number of adult artists exhibiting in our
juried art exhibition who had recently participated in
a VSA Artist in Residency program.

Community artists and people with disabilities developed friendships
and learned artistic skills together, while creating a collaborative masterpiece! Our pro-
gramming at Epic School brought new art, music and theatre experiences to many talent-
ed students. We celebrated our fifth year of drumming and rhythm programming with
the talented students at the Alabama Institute for the Deaf and Blind. These students have

enjoyed learning teamwork, cooperation, and commu-
nication through the art of drumming and rhythm.

People Served: 725

The Impact/Results:

Many participants in VSA arts in education pro-
gramming learned new artistic techniques while
experimenting with different media. Many partici-
pants in our ArtPartners program noted increased
social skills, communication, cooperation and team
work as a result of collaborating through the arts.

Building a bridge between Birmingham’s world-renowned healthcare community
and the arts is a priority for VSA arts of Alabama. In 2007, we brought the visual
arts, art therapy, music therapy and drumming and rhythm to patients and family
members in healthcare settings in Birmingham.

People Served: 726

The Impact/Results:

Many patients and family members noted
that participation in arts programming re-
sulted in reduced stress and anxiety typically
associated with hospital visits and chronic
medical conditions. Through our arts in
healthcare programming, many patients in-
dicated an increased ability to communicate
and express their emotions.
